123rd Airlift Wing, Kentucky Air National Guard

A “Traditional Guardsman,” Colonel Steven P. Bullard is commander of the 123d Mission Support Group of the 123d
Airlift Wing, Kentucky Air National Guard, at the Louisville International Airport Air National Guard Base.

The colonel most recently served as Chief of Operations for the Joint Intelligence and Operations Center at
Headquarters, U.S. Central Command, MacDill Air Force Base, Florida, from August 2008 through January 2009.

In Operation Enduring Freedom, he served as the Kandahar Air Field, Afghanistan, Senior Airfield Authority for the
NATO International Security Assistance Force (ISAF) and Commander, 451st Air Expeditionary Group, U.S. Air Force,
from September 2006 through March 2007. Colonel Bullard deployed to Kabul, Afghanistan in early August 2006 as
the Deputy Director, Air Component Coordination Element, and the U.S. Air Force liaison with Combined Forces
Command-Afghanistan and the Government of Afghanistan.

Colonel Bullard served as director, J7 (Joint Doctrine and Training), Joint Force Headquarters, Kentucky National Guard, Frankfort, Ky. from April 2005 to July
2008. The colonel concurrently served as director of operations, Headquarters, Kentucky Air National Guard.

In Operation Iraqi Freedom, he served as Operations Officer, then Commander, joint Guard-Reserve 38th Airlift Squadron (Provisional) at Ramstein Air
Base, Germany from March to October 2003.

Colonel Bullard has flown missions in 68 countries, participating in Operations Just Cause, Desert Shield, Provide Promise, Restore Hope, Joint Endeavor,
Joint Forge, Southern Watch, Bright Star, Coronet Oak, Noble Eagle, Enduring Freedom and Iraqi Freedom. He has participated in numerous Special
Operations Low Level deployments and served as lead instructor during Red Flag and Green Flag exercises.

Each November, citizens of Kentucky take time to recognize and thank men and women veterans who have served their nation honorably
in military service and veterans of tomorrow who are currently serving in uniform. We pause to remember and honor our POW/MIA and
those who made the supreme sacrifice in defending the nation, its Constitution and liberty of the Free World. We invite veterans to join us
at this dinner in their honor.
